You are invited to join a free trial to improve the recycling of glass bottles, improve the environment, and gain greater profile for your business.

The trial will:

· Improve the amount of glass that’s being recycled.

· Improve staff safety

· Reduce noise levels when handling glass bottles.

· Increase space within your business that’s normally taken up by glass bottles.

· Overall, improve the environment.

· And aims to reduce your costs.

Each venue in the trial receives the use of a Bottlecycler glass crushing machine, at no cost, and free collection of the crushed glass, for two months.    The support includes training of staff in the use of the machine – the training takes about 20 minutes - and training in effective recycling generally.

The trial is an initiative of the Packaging Stewardship Forum, whose members include Fosters, Lion Nathan, Boags, Visy and Amcor.   The trial is strongly supported by the National Packaging Covenant.  Both the Packaging Stewardship Forum and the National Packaging Covenant aim to improve the amount of packaging material that is recycled, and cut the amount of recyclables going to landfill.

We believe this trial can achieve both those goals, and help your business at the same time.   We will be promoting the venues participation in the trial to the media, and the Minister for the Environment is keen to be involved.

We look forward to an increase in the amount of glass being recycled, involved staff at every venue, and appreciation from the public for the commitment to the environment.
